Belgian mushers Sam Deltour and Dries Jacobs
made it to the finish early this morning. Deltour was in at 2:03 AM and Jacobs at 4:53 AM, both arriving with 10 dogs.
Mike Ellis finished at 9:38 AM with a team of 11 purebred Siberian huskies. David Dalton reached the finish at 12:46 PM
with 12 dogs on the line, which is the largest team to finish this year.

Kelley Griffin is the next musher expected to arrive in Whitehorse this evening.
By the time of this release, all remaining teams have left the McCabe Creek dog drop.
