e START DATE
The 2012 race will start in Fairbanks, Alaska on February 4" (the first Saturday of Feb) at 11:00am.

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PURSE

The prize purse total is not listed in the 2012 Rules. The announcement of the purse amount will be made in
the 1% week of August and will be posted on our website before Opening Day of sign-up on August 6" 2011.
Listed in the 2012 Rules is the purse payout percentages by finishing position.

ENTRY & WITHDRAWAL FEES
The entry fee for the 2012 Yukon Quest has remained the same. Once more, in order to reduce lost revenue
from withdrawals later in the season, the administrative fee of $500 USD is non-refundable at any time.

MANDATORY 4HOUR LAYOVER OPTIONAL BETWEEN MILE 101 OR CENTRAL
This year, mushers will have the option of taking their first vet check either in Mile 101 or Central checkpoints.
Please read 2012 Rules, Trail Procedure #1 and #5 for clear instructions.

CASH PENALTY FOR NOT SIGNING OUT OF A CHECKPOINT
If a musher forgets to Sign Out of a checkpoint, he/she will be issued a monetary fine, and not a time fine.
Please read Trail Procedures #3a.

2012 Application Form/ Musher Profile
Recent Photo (digital, must be high resolution, minimum 1MB),
Payment in full - $1,500 US Dollars
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APPLICATION PROCESS

Applications for the 2012 Yukon Quest will be accepted starting Saturday August 6", 2011 in person from 2pm - 4pm in
Fairbanks and 3pm - 5pm in Whitehorse.

Options to submit your application:
1. In Person - all applications in person will be accepted at:

o Opening Day in Fairbanks - at Yukon Quest Headquarters - Alaska located at 550 First Ave. from
2pm - 4pm.

o Opening Day in Whitehorse - at the White Pass Depot at First Ave & Main St from 3pm - 5pm.
2. By Mail — you can send your entries to either office listed below.
3. By Fax — entries may be faxed to either office.

4. By E-mail — entries will also be accepted in either office.

Please note that the last date to enter your application is December 9™ 2011 at either Yukon Quest Offices at the end
of business day (5pm local time). Late entries will be accepted through January 6™ 2012 until end of business day
(5pm local time) at the cost of $2,000 USD. After January 6™ 2012, no entries will be accepted.

SIGN UP ORDER

Once received, all applications will be dated and timed (adjusted for time zone differences). Sign up order will
determine the order mushers draw their starting numbers at the Start Banquet.

For Opening Day sign-up, the order will be determined as follows:

1. Allin-person entries received as indicated by the date/time stamp given by each office,
All entries received by fax or email on August 6" by the date/time stamp received in either office,

3. All other entries received by fax or email before August 6" or by mail postmarked August 6" or earlier will be
considered in the order they are received and/or postmarked.
