The
Yukon Quest follows historic Northern travel routes that
cross the border between Canada & the US. Yukon Quest
is done in partnership with six levels of government & six
First Nations.

Race Veterinarians from around the world volunteer
their professional time & services to the Yukon Quest
Veterinary Care Program.

700 local and international volunteers contribute about
25,000 hours to the Race — everything from graphic
design, to truck driving, to dog handling!
